Beautiful, firm teeth - special implants and an innovative concept reduce treatment times and costs

(openPR) - Düsseldorf, 14th October, 2010 - The DIL (Dentegris Immediate Loading) innovative treatment concept of the Düsseldorf implant firm of Dentegris GmbH is an immediate-provision method representing an alternative to conventional implants which requires significantly lower inputs in respect of operative effort, time and financial expenditure.
The life expectancy of Germans is growing all the time - not least through healthier nutrition. Our teeth are an important factor for health and quality of life. Retaining one's own teeth is the ideal because there is nothing better than nature. But what does one do if some or all of one's teeth are missing? Dental implants offer the best prognosis in the long-term. They are the solution closest to nature and hold a dental prosthesis firmly in place. In the long-term they maintain the important jaw-bone and their aesthetics are incomparable.


For the provision of a firmly seated dental prosthesis carried by implants comprehensive measures are needed in many cases so that there is an adequate amount of suitable bone for the implant bed. In particular where teeth have been missing for an extended period the depletion of the jaw-bone will often have progressed further. As a rule conventional methods require high inputs in respect of operative effort, time and cost. This does not have to be the case!
The DIL (Dentegris Immediate Loading) innovative treatment concept of the Düsseldorf implant firm of Dentegris GmbH represents an alternative immediate-provision method. Specially developed "soft bone" implants form the substructure for bridges which sit on just four "soft bone" implants in the lower jaw and on just six in the upper jaw. 
Professor Dr. Zafiropoulos and his team in the Blue House in Düsseldorf are experts for tooth retention, bone grafting and dental implantology (www.zahnimplantate-duesseldorf.com). "With the aid of modern analysis (CT X-ray), computer-supported 3D preliminary planning and conceptual realization patients can be provided with implants with a very low impact", states the specialist. "With DIL the rear implants are inserted into the jaw-bone at an angle of 35 degrees. As a result bone-grafting measures can be dispensed with in these zones. The surgical input is significantly reduced. With an edentulous jaw-bone the provision of the dental prosthesis is carried out with a bridge made up of as a rule 12 teeth which sits firmly on the implants. The DIL method is a treatment method of high quality and one that provides a high level of safety. The minimalized intervention shortens the OP time enormously. The patients can take part in their professional and private life again very rapidly, with almost no pain and with firm teeth", are the advantages of DIL listed by Professor Zafiropoulos.
Solely for the further building up of the jaw-bone is time needed. "We can offer nature optimal preconditions with very good prognoses so that the grafted bone becomes integrated. This takes a manageable 6 to 9 months," reports the internationally renowned implant consultant. Nature or prosthesis - the demands placed on both are equally high. Nature is the exemplar and one's own teeth should if possible be retained for a lifetime. But with the innovative treatment concepts new opportunities open up in addition for the close-to-nature recreation of teeth and jaw-bone.
